The distribution of private copy levies

1st step: Separation of the remunerations due to each category of rightholders

From the amount, transferred by the society collecting such levies (ArtisJus), FilmJus firstly separates the remunerations due to Directors, Directors of photography, Writers of audiovisual works and Producers.







2nd step: To define the distributable royalty fund due to each category of rightholders 

FilmJus distributes the remunerations calculated for the Directors, Directors of Photography, Writers of audiovisual works and Producers separately, according to the below method: 














* According to the Hungarian Copyright Act, FilmJus transfers the 70% of the cultural-social deductions to the National Cultural Fund and 30% to the FilmJus Foundation.
** FilmJus does not always deduct amounts for the purposes of the reserve fund. Only in cases the reserve fund does not reach the 2 % of the total amount of remunerations received the year before.
3rd step: distribution of the distributable remuneration due to each category of rightholders among the individual rightholders.
